Message from Vice-Chancellor

| am pleased to share the 17th Annual Report of Sikkim University for the years 2023-24. | have witnessed Sikkim University's
growth since 2008. Despite various challenges, we have worked diligently to establish the university as a prominent centre for
academics and research in India, aiming to develop skilled individuals for a global workforce. This achievement is due to a
strong sense of teamwork, which includes dedicated teachers, experienced administrative staff, committed non-teaching
employees, and ambitious students.

In 2023-24, Sikkim University had a total enrolment of 1,933 students. This included 136 undergraduates studying Chinese,
Hindi, Music, and Psychology, 1,277 postgraduate students across 33 departments, 26 MPhil candidates, and 494 Ph.D.
students. Notably, the percentage of female students (57.47%) surpassed that of male students (42.53%), reflecting trends in
gender equality and women's empowerment at the University. The University employs over 173 permanent faculty members
and 115 non-teaching staff, along with visiting professors and contractual non- teaching staff and security staff. There has
been significant progress in research with numerous external projects and access to e-journals and e-books. Some science
departments are publishing papers in high-impact journals with a high h-index of 54 or more. The university encourages
quality educationin all 18 affiliated colleges.

With support from the Ministry of Education, Government of India, and University Grants Commission, the construction of
Sikkim University's permanent campus is progressing well. Work on Package-1 of Phase-1 is currently underway in Yangang,
South Sikkim, and is expected to be completed by early 2025. So far, six departments have moved, with more expected to
relocate by early 2025. As the head of the institution, | aim to provide the best facilities for both students and staff. A University
cannot thrive without strong research, which will continue to be a priority. The University appreciates cooperation and support
from the State Government of Sikkim and local administrations of Yangang.

The first Vice-Chancellor, Professor M.P. Lama, played a key role in the university's early development by introducing the
semester system and establishing several academic departments. The second Vice-Chancellor, Professor T.B. Subba,
successfully secured 300 acres of land from the Sikkim State Government and began work on the permanent campus in
Yangang, opening many academic departments during his tenure. The third Vice-Chancellor, Professor A. Khare, managed the
campus construction and oversaw the relocation of six departments despite the challenges of COVID-19. He retired on July 31,
2024. We honour the hard work of all three former Vice-Chancellors in building Sikkim University.

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1. Sikkim University : An Overview

Sikkim University, established in 2007, is a central university located in Gangtok, the capital city of the North Eastern state of Sikkim, India.
The university is renowned for its unique academic approach, which integrates local culture and global perspectives, catering to the needs
of the region while preparing students to face global challenges. Situated in a region known for its biodiversity, cultural diversity, and
strategic geopolitical location, Sikkim University plays a vital role in contributing to the academic, cultural, and economic development of
the North Eastern part of India. The nearest airport and railway station are Bagdogra and New Jalpaiguri, respectively.

Historical Background

The establishment of Sikkim University was a part of the central government's efforts to improve higher education in the North Eastern
Region, where educational infrastructure had historically been underdeveloped. The university was set up by an Act of Parliament and
functions under the Ministry of Education, Government of India. Its location in Gangtok, amidst the Himalayan mountains, presents a
unique environment for both research and learning.

The university began with a few undergraduate and postgraduate courses but has since expanded its academic offerings significantly.
From its humble beginnings, it has grown into a full-fledged institution offering a wide array of disciplines, including the natural and social
sciences, humanities, and environmental studies. Despite being a relatively young university, Sikkim University has made significant strides
in terms of academic development, infrastructure, and student enrolment.

Vision and Mission

Sikkim University envisions itself as an institution that fosters academic excellence through quality teaching, research, and community
engagement. Its mission is to promote inclusive development by integrating education with the cultural and ecological richness of the
region, particularly focusing on the socio-economicand political challenges of North Eastern India.

The university's goals emphasize addressing the needs of marginalized communities, promoting sustainable development, and preparing
students for careers in an increasingly globalized world. Sikkim University aspires to produce graduates who not only excel in their
respective fields but also contribute to the betterment of society. The motto of Sikkim University is "Quest Knowledge Wisdom."

Campus and Infrastructure

Sikkim University's campus is currently spread over several locations in Gangtok, with plans underway for a consolidated and modern
campus at Yangang, a town located about 50 kilometers from the capital. This new campus is envisioned to be eco-friendly and
sustainable, aligning with the state's strong emphasis on environmental conservation and sustainability. The project is expected to
significantly enhance the university's capacity to accommodate more students and expand research facilities.

The current temporary campuses are equipped with essential infrastructure, including libraries, laboratories, and hostels. The university's
library, although modest, has a growing collection of books, journals, and electronic resources, catering to the academic needs of its
diverse student body.

Shri Om Prakash Mathur, Hon'ble Governor of Sikkim, is the Chief Rector of the University.

Academic Programs

Sikkim University offers undergraduate, postgraduate, and doctoral programs in a variety of disciplines. The courses are designed to
balance theoretical knowledge with practical applications, ensuring that students are well-prepared for both academic and professional
careers. The Sikkim University conducts the academic and research programmes through its 33 Departments of Studies, grouped in 6
schools of studies, as mentioned below:

1. School of Social Sciences: This faculty offers courses in Economics, Sociology, Political Science, Peace and Conflict Studies &
Management, History, and International Relations. Given Sikkim's location at the intersection of India, China, and Nepal, the study of
geopolitics and international relations holds particular significance.

2. School of Life Sciences: This school focuses on biological sciences, including Microbiology, Horticulture, Botany, and Zoology. Sikkim's
rich biodiversity provides a living laboratory for students and researchers in these fields, making it a key area of study at the university.

3. School of Languages and Literature: The university promotes the study of local languages like Nepali, Lepcha, Limbu and Bhutia,
along with English, Hindi, and Chinese languages. This promotes cultural preservation and strengthens the linguistic diversity of the
region.

4. School of Physical Sciences: This school includes courses in Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics, Computer application, Geology and
Environmental Sciences and is offered to foster scientific research and innovation.

5. School of Human Sciences: Psychology, Anthropology, and Geography. Human Sciences are integrated into the curriculum to offer
insights into human behaviour and society, particularly in the context of the Himalayan region and other parts of the world.

6. School of Professional Studies: Commerce, Management, Tourism, Music, Education and Library and Information Science. This school
trains students in business administration, accounting, and entrepreneurship, offering them the skills to contribute to the region's
economicdevelopment.

The university places a strong emphasis on interdisciplinary studies, encouraging students to explore areas that combine scientific,
cultural, and social dimensions.

Research and Development

Research is a key focus at Sikkim University, and the institution actively promotes research that addresses local issues while contributing to
broader academic debates. Given the state's unique environment, research on topics such as sustainable development, biodiversity
conservation, and the impact of climate change is particularly prominent.

ADMISSION, STUDENTS AND FELLOWSHIPS

The admission notification for Certificate, Undergraduate (Admission 2023-24) was issued on 18.07.2023, for Post Graduate on
29.07.2023, and for Ph.D. on 25.04.2023The admission to Certificate, UG, and PG courses was done based on the CUET score.
Sikkim University comprises 33 academic departments and has admitted 724 students in 2023 across undergraduate (136 students),
postgraduate (1277 students), M.Phil. (26 students), and Ph.D. (494 students) programs. The university hosts 6 boys' and 6 girls'
hostels, accommodating 398 students based on merit, residential criteria, and reservation policies. To support financially
disadvantaged students, the university offers merit-cum-means scholarships for those with an annual family income below Rs.
60,000/-. In the year 2023 24, 53 full fellowships, 32 full free-ships, and 34 half free-ships were awarded, covering 85% of
applicants. Hostel admissions were conducted according to criteria including merit and location, overseen by a committee led by the
Provost of Sikkim University. Additionally, the university facilitated Non-NET fellowships for research scholars, recommending 119
candidates, including 58 fresh cases, during 2023-24. Sikkim University has an elected students’ body called Sikkim University
Students’ Association [SUSA], and the election for academic session 2023 was held on 1.12.2023.

CENTRAL LIBRARY

The Central Library, Sikkim University has made significant strides in enhancing its resources and services, establishing itself as a
vital component of the university's academic environment. The Central Library has a floor area of about 1000 sq. ft. and is capable of
accommodating about 70,000 books. The library boasts a collection of over 57,000 physical books, supplemented by more than
3,000 eBooks from major publishers, and access to a vast array of e-journals and databases. This diverse collection supports a wide
range of academic disciplines. The library is fully automated with advanced IT infrastructure, utilizing an Integrated Library
Automation System (KOHA) and an Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC). This modernization facilitates efficient management of
library resources and enhances the user experience. The library actively supports research through various services, including remote
access to resources, a comprehensive library website, and a userfriendly mobile application. These initiatives ensure that students




and faculty can easily access necessary materials. As a member of the Developing Library Network (DELNET), the library can access a
wide range of journals and books from other institutions, further enriching its offerings. The library has implemented a ticket-based
query and support service through the "Curious: Ask-a-Librarian" platform, enhancing user engagement and support. The library staff
regularly participates in workshops and training programs to stay updated with the latest trends and technologies in library science,
ensuring high-quality service delivery.

ADMINISTRATION

Sikkim University has undertaken a comprehensive procurement process aligned with the Government of India's guidelines, ensuring
transparency and efficiency in acquiring goods and services. The university primarily uses the Government e-Marketplace (GeM)
portal for procuring items that are available there, following the national mandate to enhance efficiency and accountability in
procurement practices. For goods and services not listed on GeM, Sikkim University employs e-tendering procedures through the e-
Wizard system, which is part of the Ministry of Human Resource Development's e-procurement portal. This process ensures thatall
procurement follows an organized and open competitive bidding method, promoting fair practices. In addition to focusing on
procurement efficiency, Sikkim University also places a high priority on the well-being of its students by offering cashless medical
facilities throughout the year at the Central Referral Hospital in Gangtok. This initiative provides easy access to healthcare for all
enrolled students, alleviating financial concerns and ensuring their health needs are met promptly. As a central institution, Sikkim
University is committed to promoting Rajbhasha Hindi in its administrative and official operations. The university is actively working
to popularize the use of Hindi among staff members and students, thereby fulfilling its obligation to support and promote the
national language. All-important documentation, including notifications, circulars, office orders, sanction orders, leave sanction
orders, financial orders, guidelines, purchase orders, and standard forms, is issued bilingually, in both Hindi and English. This
bilingual approach reflects Sikkim University's dedication to inclusivity and ensuring that Hindi is used effectively in official
communication. Further, the university’s Hindi section has shown commendable efficiency in preparing the Hindi versions of the
Annual Report and Annual Accounts for the year 2023-24 within a limited timeframe. Moreover, the Hindi section is responsible for
maintaining the Hindi version of the university's official website, ensuring that all relevant content is available in Hindi for the benefit
of students, staff, and the wider community. This initiative supports linguistic diversity and accessibility, allowing speakers of Hindi
to engage more effectively with university activities and information.

FINANCE

The Finance section of Sikkim University provides a comprehensive overview of the department's financial status, staff structure, and
ongoing projects for the financial year 2023-24. For the financial year 2023-24, the total funds available amounted to Rs. 16,530.25
lakhs. However, the expenses incurred during this period reached Rs. 16,858.06 lakh, resulting in an overall unspent balance of -
327.81 lakh, indicating a deficit. In addition to managing the university's accounts and overall finances, the Finance department also
looks after seven endowment or earmarked fund accounts, ensuring that the funds allocated for specific purposes are utilized
appropriately. Moreover, the university is actively engaged in research and academic development, with 81 ongoing research
projects in progress during the financial year 2023-24, highlighting the institution's commitment to fostering research activities. The
Finance department is also responsible for preparing the Budget Estimates (BE) and Revised Budget Estimates (RBE) and carrying out
budgetary control exercises in coordination with all the departments of the university. This involves adhering to statutory financial
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regulations, including those related to Income Tax and Goods and Services Tax (GST), ensuring that all legal financial obligations are
met in a timely manner. One of the significant responsibilities of the Finance department is the submission of the Annual Accounts to
the Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) for the conduction of audits. Compliance with the observations made by the auditors, as
well as ensuring the timely receipt of the Statutory Audit Report (SAR), are critical functions of the department.

EXAMINATION

The examination section successfully conducted all pre- and post examination works pertaining to all 18 affiliated colleges and 33
university departments and declared timely results. The section also uploaded previous five-year online degree certificates and mark
sheets in the Digilocker portal under the NAD programme of the UGC for easy access of students. As part of the implementation of
the Academic Bank of Credits for NEP 2020, the Exam Department undertook the activity to mobilise students to register in the ABC
portal. Accordingly, 12911 students registered with ABC IDs and corresponding 3106 ABC credits of the student have been uploaded
in the Digilocker portal to enable credit transfer under NEP 2020. The section successfully conducted examinations for all students of
affiliated colleges and university departments during Odd Semester 2024 and Even Semester 2024 and declared timely results. The
dissertation evaluation, viva-voce, and subsequent result declaration were successfully conducted for M.Phil. and Ph.D. scholars. The
registration was also successfully performed for all new students (2023 admissions) of affiliated colleges, and a total of 5088
students of affiliated colleges (2023 batch) were successfully registered.

EXTENSION ACTIVITIES

Sikkim University's National Service Scheme (NSS) organized several programs involving NSS volunteers during the 2023-24
academic year. These programs included Swachhta Pakhwada, Mahatma Gandhi Birth Anniversary celebrations, and the "Mera Pehla
Vote Desh ke Liye" initiative. Additionally, the Sports Board of Sikkim University conducted various events, such as the National
Sports Day Celebration 2023, Vigilance Awareness Week 2023, the Fit India Movement Marathon, and participation in the Khelo
India University Games: Inter-University Boxing Championship as part of extension activities.

Introduction:

Department of History was established in 2012 as one of the Departments of Sikkim University that came into existence in 2007, to
impart quality and advanced knowledge of history to the students of the region. The Department was started with two faculty
members in the beginning but reached its full strength in academic year 2023-24; it was a full-fledged Department having eight (8)
regular and highly qualified faculty members till recently when one of its faculty members Dr S Jeevanandam joined JNU New Delhi.

Right since its inception the faculty members are regularly publishing research papers in national and international journals,
presenting papers in national and international conferences, and have taken up severalprojects including collaborative projects with
foreign scholars. Many of them organised several national and international conferences. Since its inception, the Department has
offered MA, MPhil and PhD programmes. The two-year MA programme, in which a variety of courses provide knowledge and skills
to analyse the historical processes of various regions of the world. It is with choice-based credit system and is having a dissertation
based on the primary sources as a part of the curriculum and students have learnt the basic knowledge on how to do research. The
Syllabus of MA History was revised two times as per the developments in the various research areas of the History Discipline. From
2023-24 onwards, the Department has implemented the NEP programme. The pedagogical practice in the Department is focused
not only on classroom teaching but also on engaging the students in debates, discussions, presentations, and seminars.

The department has a large alumni network with many of its students now working as assistant professors in various Universities/
Government Colleges as well as in other sectors of government services.

Faculty research is a continuous and ongoing process and several extra mural projects have been completed by faculty members
funded by Indian National science academy, Indian Council of Social Science Research, Indian Council of Historical research and
National Council For women being prominent funding agencies.

Department strives to inculcate multidisciplinary and interdisciplinary aspects in its research and go beyond the conventional
boundaries of mainstream defined history.

Faculty members of the department are involved in research and policy making at various levels with government agencies.

In the year 2024 MA in Buddhist studies was added to the already existing course in collaboration with Namgyal Institute of
Tibetology. Dr Sangmu Thendup is the course coordinator.

Thrust Area:

The thrust area of the Department of History of Sikkim University is the research in History involving various aspects like political,
social, economic, cultural, gender, environmental, and philosophical history. Faculty research areas involve lesser researched areas
as History of Science and Technology and History of Wars/ Military History. The students are enouraged to engage in their research
through their Dissertations on the various unexplored aspects of Indian history with main focus on history of North East esp. of
Sikkim.

The Department houses a high-end GIS laboratory
for exposing the students to the art of spatial analysis. We offer M.A./M.Sc. in Geography and run a Ph.D. programme. Eight
research scholars have defended their doctoral thesis successfully covering a wide range of topics on sustainable livelihoods in North
Sikkim, brick kiln industries and environmental change, water resources of South Sikkim, Indigenous knowledge for disaster
management, changing nature of glaciers, importance of Yaks in mountainous regions and water supply in Darjeeling. The faculty
members are enthusiastic to share their understanding of the cryosphere, interactions between environment, society and economy,
political geography of North east India, social-spatial exclusions, urban governance and tourism geography. The Department has
completed two major pan-Indian research projects as a part of consortium of Central universities, the first one on Cryosphere,
funded by DST while second one focussed on opportunities of livelihood to check migration from the hills, funded by Niti Aayog and
UGC.

Introduction: The Department of Botany, Sikkim University was established in July 2011 as ‘Department of Ethno-Botany and Social
medicine studies’ which was converted to the present Department of Botany in 2013. The department focuses on the study of plant
diversity in the backdrop of rich biodiversity and cultural diversity of the Eastern Himalaya and aims at contributing in the areas of
teaching, research, and extension activities. Presently, the department runs Master's and Ph.D programs in Botany. The programme
offered by the Department encompasses modern theoretical and practical instructions as well as in depth studies on biodiversity,
ecology, ethnobotany climate change, physiology and genetic diversity of the region without bypassing the classical aspects of the
subject. The Department envisages to validate the traditional knowledge of the area, identify economic plants, develop produds and
transfer technologies ‘from the lab to the land.’ In the University, this is the first Department to have brought any extra-mural
research project and to get FIST support from the Department of Science and Technology, Govt. of India.

Thrust Area:
The thrust area of the studies of the Department is enumerated below:

® Population and habitat assessment, ecological niche modelling of important medicinal plant species and developing suitable
conservation strategies for the same.

The Ph.D. program emphasizes original research that contributes to understanding geological processes, pollution, water resource
management, disaster risk reduction, cryosphere, and climate change, with a focus on the Himalayas. The department's
comprehensive academic offerings and pioneering research make it a leader in addressing current and future geological and
environmental challenges.

4. Natural Hazard Assessment: Study of geological hazards such as landslides, earthquakes, and floods, with the goal of
developing risk reduction strategies and enhancing disaster preparedness in the region.

5. Environmental Pollution and Resource Management: Investigation of pollution sources, environmental degradation, and
strategies for sustainable resource management, with an emphasis on mitigating human impact on the fragile Himalayan
environment.

6. Remote Sensing and GIS Applications: Utilization of advanced remote sensing and GIS technologies for geological mapping,
natural hazard assessment, and monitoring environmental changes in the Himalayas.

7. Petrology, Geochemistry, and Mineral Resources: Exploration and analysis of the region’s petrology, geochemistry, and mineral
resources, contributing to our understanding of the Earth's processes and potential economic deposits.

Introduction:

The Department of Mass Communication was established in 2010 with the idea of providing skills and knowledge in the field of
media and communication and creating job opportunities for the youth as well as contributing to the knowledge base of the region
through different research activities. A team of four faculty members recruited through an All India recruitment drive was entrusted
with giving the Department a foundational basis. The first batch of the MA programme started with students not only from Sikkim
but also from many parts of the North Eastern region and eastern India. Students from as far as Kerala and Lakshadweep added to
the cultural mosaic of the Department.

The Department’s integrated M. Phil and PhD programmes took off with five scholars in 2012. Subsequently, the research
programme transited to non-integrated M. Phil and PhD programmes in tune with the changed University rules. Five scholars have
been awarded their doctoral degrees, and another three are pursuing their research studies. The Department has four regular faculty
members, and it takes the service of a host of guest faculty members. The Department today boasts a very well-equipped laboratory
with a state-of-the-art infrastructure worth around Rs. one crore. The Laboratory caters to the students’ professional training in
various areas of media production and editing. During the past few years, there have been quite significant accomplishments by the
students and research scholars in the Department that have contributed to positioning not only the Department but also the
University on the international map.

Thrust Area:

At the postgraduate level, the thrust of the Department has been on developing skill sets among the students even as efforts are
made to ensure a strong theoretical foundation in the subject. A unique balance of theory and practice thus becomes critical, as
reflected irits syllabus. News, Audio -visual production, Advertising, Radio production, Public Relations and Corporate
communication, convergent journalism, and filmmaking, among others, constitute the domain skill-based areas of the MA
programme, opening up multiple career options and interest areas for the students. As for the Department’s research programme,
scholars have taken up various studies, including those on video gaming, environment communication, journalism studies, television
studies, media-religion studies, and new media and cinema studies, among others. The diversity of study areas reflects the varied
research interest of the faculty members in the Department. An overarching thread that ties the different works that research
scholars take up is the marginality of the issues that otherwise are significant but have been hitherto muted in the scholarly realms.

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ABOUT THE LIBRARY

Central Library

The Central Library, the heart of the University, is dedicated to providing materials to supplement teaching and learning. The Central
Library has a floor area of about 1000 sq. ft and can accommodate about 70,000/ books. From its inception, universities have
prioritised building up a good university library equipped with adequate resources and services that take care of any academic and
research work. The Central Library has met the university's vision and presently provides all the resources and services essential for
any teaching, learning and research process. Currently, the library has four divisions, the Teesta-Indus Central Library, the Central
Library at Yangang Campus Science Library and the EduPsy Library.

Library Automation and Infrastructure

The library is fully automated, and modernized with the latest IT Infrastructure such as an Integrated Library Automation System
(KOHA), Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC), Radio Frequency ldentification (RFID) for material management and movement,
Institutional Repository for management of in-house publication, Theses and Dissertations, Faculty Publication Profile (IRINS) for
showcasing the research strength, Remote Access for accessing resources off-campus, and Plagiarism Detection System.

The library is comparable to any other old university library in the country so far as modernization and infrastructure facilities are
concerned. The library is quite active in extending research support services by adopting web based services and systems and an
interactive library website (https://library.cus.ac.in).

Library Collection and Resources

The library is housed with a physical collection of about 56,000 books in all major subject areas of the university. The collection
includes both print and electronic resources.

12.DEAN STUDENTS’ WELFARE

Aims/responsibilities of Committee/Cell/Forum/Association: Admission, Scholarships,

Discipline amongst students, data management of students and any other job related to students’ welfare Admission, students and
Fellowship The admission notification for Certificate, UG (Admission 2023-24) was issued on 18.07.2023, for PG on 29.07.2023 and
for PhD on 25.04.2023. The admission to Certificate, UG and PG courses was done based on the CUET score.

During the year, a total of 724 students have been admitted against the intake capacity of 1056( 68.56 %). In total, 59.39% female
candidates and 40.46 % of male candidates have been admitted. In the entire admission process reservation policy of central
government was strictly followed.

Hostel admission was carried out by the Committee for hostel admission headed by the Provost Dr. Balaram Pandey. The procedure
for the admission was followed uniformly for all the allocations. The main criteria for the allocation were:

Merit

The candidate should not be from the conglomerate of Gangtok municipality.
Reservation as per the central government guidelines.

UG, PG and research scholars were allocated on the ratio of 3:6:1

:thA.JI\Jd

A total of 398 candidates [174 male and 224 female] were allocated the hostel.

Sikkim University offers merit cum means scholarships for the students enrolled in the departments in various programmes. Students
with an average family income of less than Rs. 60,000/ per annum and receiving no other financial assistance are eligible to apply
for this scholarship. Accordingly, in 2023- 24 Sikkim University awarded 53 no. of full fellowship @ Rs 3000/- per month to the
students. Similarly, 32 full free-ship and 34 half free-ship were awarded for the needy students. A total of 85% of applicants were
able to secure one or the other type of scholarship.

Sikkim University has elected students’ body called Sikkim University Students’ Association [SUSA]. It was first constituted on 3™
October 2016 following the election held on 23 September 2016. Sikkim University successfully conducted 2nd SUSA election on
08.09.2017, third election on 19.09.2018 and 4™ election on 27™ September 2019. Election could not be held in the academic year
2020 and 2021 due to pandemic and it was decided to form the interim body of the existing executive of SUSA. The 5™ election was
held on 22" December 2022. The election for academic session 2023 was held on 1.12.2023. Following are the office bearer of

At Sikkim University, it has been our persistent endeavour to provide the best of services and facilities we can afford to offer to our
valued visitors. To fulfil that desire, it has been maintaining a fully furnished hired property in the Development Area, Gangtok
having 14 decent rooms for running its guest house. The spectacular panoramic view of Gangtok town and Paljor stadium that is
visible from the guest house indeed is truly refreshing. Located at 10 minutes of walking distance from MG Marg, the prime
marketing place of Gangtok, the guest house has 1 VIP Suite, 2 super deluxe rooms, 15 deluxe rooms and can accommodate about
30 plus guests at any point of time. The entire building is WA Fi enabled and each room is equipped with LED TV, intercom
connectivity besides other basic amenities such as the cupboard, writing table, water boiler, tea/coffee maker etc. to make the stay
of guests comfortable. The dining hall at the ground floor is duly equipped to service the guests with hot and healthy food. In
addition to the security guards deployed round the clock, the entire building remains under CCTV surveillance to ensure that safety
and security of the guests does not get compromised. The building has a standard elevator installed in it and a heavy-duty generator
installed there also takes care that outages do not cause discomfort to its residents.

Manned by 1 Supervisor-cum-Receptionist, 2 Housekeeping staff and a Cook, besides the security staff deployed there at the guest
house faces formidable challenges to fulfil the expectations of its guests though it leaves no stone unturned to serve the guests the
best it can. In matters of booking, accommodation for the official guests invited by the University are given first preference which
normally accounts for 80% of the total bookings and are provided free accommodation. The remaining vacant rooms are open for
the general public and the guest house management goes by the first cum first serve principle and charges a nominal rent of
[1,000/- to [1500/- per night per room. Online booking of accommodation through email request has been enabled. Subject to
availability, bookings are confirmed by a return mail. To handle such matters and upkeep of records in a more proficient manner,
the management of the guest house has recently automated its booking and billing section using software dedicated to handle
such job.

Dept. of Lepcha), Ms. Sabitra Limboo (M.A. Ill Sem., Dept. of Limbu), Ms. Gouri Gogoi (MBA Il Sem., Dept. of Management and
Secretary for Social Affairs, SUSA), Ms. Tulsi Chhetri (M.A. | Sem., Dept. of Mass Communication), Mr. Pritam Ghatani (Ph.D IlI
Sem., Dept. of Nepali), Mr. Bhargov Lahon (B.Sc. V Sem., Dept. of Psychology), Ms. Roopashna Rai (M.A. | Sem., Dept. of
Sociology), Ms. Subecha Chettri (Ph.D | Sem., Dept. of Tourism). The journey from Gangtok started on 26™ January, 2024,
morning, and the team reached on 28™ January, 2024, late evening, to Auroville Foundation, Puducherry.

The stay arrangements were made in Tamil Heritage Centre (Bharat Niwas), Auroville Foundation. The programme was started
at Bhumika Hall on 29" January 2024, with the lighting of a lamp by Dr. Jayanti S. Ravi (IAS), Secretary, Auroville Foundation.
There was an interactive session of representatives of working groups, officer representatives, and participants where they
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shared their views about the Auroville Foundation. The participants were from seven different institutions, i.e., Sikkim
University, IIT Mandi, IlIT Sonepat, Rajiv Gandhi University, Arunachal Pradesh, MNIT, Jaipur, Pondicherry University,
Avinashilingam Institute of Home Science, and Higher Education for Women. The total number of participants was 95, including
accompanying faculty. Then, a further visit was there to the visitor's center, where participants viewed a documentary film
about Auroville. Matrimandir view point was also there, which showed inside features and details of Matrimandir. Then there
was a session with Mr. Sanjeev R. (RTL with youth and education) at Bhumika Hall. Then further participants proceeded for
Sadhana forest.

On day 2 i.e. 30™ January, 2024, the participants moved to Anahata meditation with Mr. Manoj Pavithran, and an interactive
session was held. A The participants were taken to the amphitheater inside Matrimandir premises and there it was informed
that inside its middle, i.e. urn, at the time of its establishment in 1960s delegation from more than 60 countries had put soils of
their countries and in 2018 delegations from 124 countries had put water of their rivers in that urn. It is a symbol of human
unity. Afterwards there was visit to Matrimandir by all the participants. Matrimandir is soul of city Auroville and very beautiful
and peaceful place Inside Matrimandir all participants sat for a while near to floral structure and having crystal ball in between
and flowing water. Participants meditated and felt peaceful. Outside Matrimandir more than 100 years old banyan tree is there
and its importance was told to the participants. There was an interactive session with Ms. Srimoyi and Ms. Vatsala. There was
visit to Pour Tous, Freestore, Foodlink and solar kitchen inside Auroville campus. In Freestore anyone who comes to serve as
volunteer to Auroville can take clothes/garments as informed by Ms. Anandi. However, further they have to bring old clothes
and can get it exchanged for new clothes. In Foodlink it is a form of cooperative society and people pay monthly in form of
allowances and they take food consciously i.e. as per their need. In Solar kitchen a big solar panel was observed on the top
and food for large number of people is cooked there. Then there was session on sustainability practices at Auroville by Mr.
Toine followed by interactive session. He also informed about the history of Auroville. Sound bath was organized by

Mohanam. After dinner, there was cultural performance i.e. Garba and other performances by various institutions at Sawchu.
From Sikkim University, Mr. Himanghsu Raj Borah performed an assamese song. Ms. Sabitra Limboo presented a Limbu poem.
She told about Limbu language to the audience also.

On third day i.e. 31 January, 2024, all participants visited beautiful botanical garden. The area of Auroville is around 5
square km. Various kinds of plants, various types of gardens, maze of live hedges were observed by participants. Participants
visited India Space inside Bharat Niwas. In Bharat Niwas various developments which took place for formation of Auroville
were displayed. It was Mother's dream (Ms. Mirra Alfassa, the spiritual collaborator of Sri Aurbindo) that around 50,000 people
who have moved to a higher consciousness level come and live inside Auroville. Presently inside Auroville, 2000 people live
and they belong to 65 different countries. Further, there was session on architecture by Mr. Lalit and the session on ecoservice
was delivered by Mr. Sumit. Mr. Dariya and Ms. Muthukumari guided participants on movements and Yoga at Bhumika Hall
and Sawchu respectively. There was visit of Hon'ble Governor of TamilNadu and Lieutenant Governor of Puducherry for
meeting all the participants of experiential learning programme. It was indeed a wonderful interactive session. Students from
Sikkim University participated excellently in the programme. Governor Ma'am shared her thoughts on the occasion and she
inspired students by telling her own journey of struggle. Ms. Tulsi Chhetri, Sikkim University presented her flower bouquet.

Then session on “Power in Me" an experiential workshop was held based on Mother’s qualities using the tools of theatre with
Mr. Rashi Bunny. Further there was cultural performance by participants. From Sikkim University, Ms. Ajaya Chakraborty
performed a Kathak dance on Ganesh Vandana. Ms. Sabitra Limboo performed a Limbu song. Mr. Nikhil Raj Khatri and group
performed a Nepali song. Mr. Himangshu Raj Borah performed Assamese song. Ms. Sabnam Bhujel performed Maruni dance.
Ms. Gouri Gogoi also performed an Assamese song. Ms. Tulsi Chhetri did excellent compering and she sang Hindi songs also.
All students of Sikkim University performed excellently and they were wearing traditional dresses. There were traditional song
and dance performances by participants of other institutions also.

On fourth day of experiential learning i.e. 1** February, 2024, the participating team moved for tour of various units inside
Auroville i.e. Probiotics, Spirulina, Maroma and Wellpaper. The participants were divided into two groups and one group could
observe Probiotics and Maroma and another group could go to Spirulina and Wellpaper. In Probiotics Centre it was shown that
how probiotics are made and probiotics are also available in market place of Auroville i.e. Pourtus. In Maroma, perfumes,
scented sticks, scented cones etc. are manufactured. In Wellpaper, they make beautiful articles out of used newspapers and
other waste papers and it is sold too. The student participants learnt ways of making beautiful articles out of waste. Some
volunteers who are working at Auroville interacted with student participants. In Spirulina unit, blue agree algae Spirulina
production is done. Various products i.e. caspules, powder, fragrant cones, perfumes etc. are prepared there and sold. Then
visit to Unity pavilion (Interaction and Hall of Peace) and Savitri Bhawan was done. Huta Paintings were also shown to the
participants at Savitri Bhawan.
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Further, all participants visited Aurbindo Ashram, Puducherry and did Samadhi darshan of Sri Aurbindo and Mother. The
session on importance of sports was delivered by Mr. Praveen. Then there was visit to Aurbindo school which is located on
opposite side of Ashram. There was interactive session with the Principal Madam. She shared various unique qualities of that
school that they don't have examination system and progress of child is closely monitored by teachers who take informal tests.
The education is available till graduation; however, the school doesn't provide any certificate. As per information given by
them, their school is recognized by UGC. Then participants were taken to Sports ground. Then visit to Ashram community food
service centre was done. The participants also visited Promenade beach.

On last day i.e. 2™ February, 2024, session on Tai Chi was delivered by Mr. Hans who elaborately told about Tai Chi. He
showed some postures and exercises to the participants. Post lunch session on rhythm by Mr. Arnab was held. The valedictory
session was held where Secretary, Auroville Foundation, Dr. Jayanti S. Ravi, Deputy Secretary and other officials of Auroville
Foundation were present. The participants and faculty got opportunity to express their thoughts on the occasion. Dr. Sujata
Upadhyay, Ms. Tulsi Chhetri, Mr. Hmagshu Raj Borah, Ms. Gouri Gogoi, Mr. Priyansh Maurya shared their good experience of
visit to Auroville Foundation. Further, participants moved to Dehashakti ground and they played various games e.g. tug of war,
football and briefing on importance of Physical education was done by organizers.

In cultural evening, from Sikkim University Mr. Bhargov Lahon performed Satriya dance. Mr. Phur Tshering Lepcha performed a
Lepcha song. Ms. Roopashna Rai and Ms. Tulsi Chettri also performed songs. The team departed from Auroville Foundation on
3" February, 2024 morning and returned back to Gangtok on 5™ February, 2024 evening. The visit to Auroville also known as
“The City of Dawn" was successful, informative and meaningful for students of Sikkim University. The students were happy with
the visit and they learnt a lot. The overall participation of students from Sikkim University was excellent. The students
interacted, exchanged ideas and shared with students of other institutions.

allocation and credit mobilization.
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National Education Policy

Four Years of NEP 2020: A Review of Sikkim University's Implementation

Sikkim University has been at the forefront of implementing the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020. The university has shown
proactive engagement with NEP related discussions since the release of the draft policy in 2019. In September 2021, Sikkim
University established a committee comprising 15 dedicated members for the implementation of NEP 2020. Additionally, 15
subcommittees were formed on October 5, 2021, with representation from faculty members across departments and levels. These
subcommittees helped in discussing and brainstorming various components of NEP 2020. The implementation of the National
Education Policy (NEP) 2020 has witnessed significant progress at Sikkim University. An overview of the activities conductedis given

below and also the report highlights the key initiatives taken by the university in alignment with NEP 2020.

Activities Conducted for the Implementation of NEP 2020:

Sikkim University has actively engaged in several activities to ensure effective implementation of NEP 2020. These include:
Webinars on Understanding NEP 2020: On August 8, 2020, a webinar titled "Understanding the NEP 2020" was organized by
Sikkim University. Its purpose was to orient faculty, students, and stakeholders about the policy. Additionally, the Departme  nt of
Education at Sikkim University conducted a webinar on "One Year of NEP 2020 - Reviews and Strategies for Implementation in

Higher Education" on August 14, 2021.

Collaboration with CESS Bangalore Sikkim University entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the Centre for
Educational and Social Studies (CESS) in Bangalore on 8" Dec 2021. This collaboration aimed to receive guidance and support from
CESS in the implementation of NEP 2020.

Workshop on Capacity Building In 8 -10™ December 2021, Sikkim University, in collaboration with CESS Bangalore organized a
three-day workshop on capacity building in NEP implementation. The workshop aimed to enhance the knowledge and skills of

stakeholders involved in the implementation process.

Faculty Development Programme The NEP Committee organized a two-day Faculty Development Programme on Design,
Develop, and Deliver Online/Blended Learning Courses in collaboration with the National Institute of Education, Planning, and
Administration (NIEPA, Delhi) from December 12-16, 2022.

Workshop on Learning @oome -Based Curriculum Framework: Sikkim University in collaboration with CESS, Bangalore
organized a two-day workshop on the Learning Outcome-Based Curriculum Framework on March 28 and 29, 2023.
Workshop on aligning learning outcomes with assessment: Sikkim University in collaboration with CESS, Bangalore organized a

two-day workshop on the Aligning Learning Outcome with Assessment on February 7-8 2024.
Implementation Highlights:

Sikkim University has achieved notable milestones in the implementation of NEP 2020. The following highlights demonstrate their

commitment to NEP's goals:
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Four-Year Undergraduate Course: Sikkim University is one of the first universities to implement a four-year undergraduate course.
The first batch of students enrolled in September 2022. The graduation of the first batch of fourth year FYUP programme with

Bachelor's degrees and Honours or Research is set for July 2026, marking a historic moment.

Curriculum Revision as per National Credit Framework (NCrF): Sikkim University has undertaken the massive task of updating
the postgraduate syllabus according to the guidelines of the National Credit Framework document by UGC. This ensures that
students studying at Sikkim University earn the same or even more credits compared to students in other universities that have

implemented NEP 2020. Faculty members are actively involved in revising the curriculum.

Learning Outcome Based Curriculum: The curriculum revision for both undergraduate (UG) and postgraduate (PG) courses at
Sikkim University is aligned with the UGC's Learning Outcome-Based Curriculum Framework (LOCF) guidelines. The curriculum
revision has placed focus on program and course outcomes, which promote student-centred teaching and learning activities, ensure

regular assessment and evaluation, and aim for continuous program improvement.

Multiple Entry and Exit: Sikkim University has introduced a four-year undergraduate course structure that provides students with

multiple entry and exit options.

Value Added Courses: Value added Courses like Indian Contribution of Knowledge in different disciplines, Cyber security, and

Global citizenship were added, The university is offering indigenous languages like Lepcha Bhutia, and Limboo.

Academic Bank of Credits: In 2021, Sikkim University registered with the Academic Bank of Credits (ABC). This initiative ensures

secure storage and easy access to academic records. To date, more than 12,9460 students have registered with ABC.

MOOCs through SWAYAM: Sikkim University has implemented UGC guidelines to incorporate 40% of the course in the entire
programme from the SWAYAM platform at both UG and PG levels. Guidelines for credit transfer from online courses offered through
SWAYAM to students' academic records have been established. The Controller of Examination serves as the nodal officer for this

initiative, with departmental SWAYAM coordinators assisting students in enrolling for SWAYAM courses.

Readiness for Internationalization of Higher Education: Sikkim University is actively preparing to implement the
Internationalization of Higher Education, which will provide foreign students with access to higher education at our university.
Already, Sikkim University had been admitting students from the Indian Council for Cultural Relations (ICCR). Delhi and direct
admission of students from the neighboring countries. To become one of the preferred destinations for international students,
regulations for the internationalization of higher education have been developed. This initiative will foster international

competencies among our faculty and students, shaping them into global citizens with a strong Indian identity.
Implementation of the Professor of Practice Initiative: Sikkim University is also gearing up to implement the Professor of Practice

initiative. The primary objective is to enhance the quality of higher education by inviting experts from various industries and other

skilled professionals to share their knowledge and experience with our students. This groundbreaking initiative by the Government
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of India through UGC is a testament to the Indian government's commitment to providing a well-rounded education. The necessary

regulations for this initiative have been finalized.

Establishment of the Research and Development Cellio promote  research productivity and encourage collaboration among
industry, government organizations, and resource mobilization for quality research, Sikkim University has established a Research and
Development (R&D) Cell. This dedicated cell will serve as a hub for fostering collaboration and securing funding for research projects.

The regulations governing the functioning of the R&D Cell have been prepared.

NEP SAARTHI: Student Ambassador for Academic Reforms in Transforming Higher Education in India. The university and all
affiliated colleges have already nominated NEP SAARTHI.

GANGTOK, August 24:
Sikkim University today
unveiled its state-of-the-art
Centralised High-
Performance Computational
Facility at the Department of
Physics. With a dual mission
of supporting diverse
departmental research and
fostering students’ familianity
with modem computing, the
facility is poised to transform
academia.

Central to this initiative is
the creation of an artificially
intelligent ‘smart” nuclear
fusion simulator using
Machine Learning (ML)
algorithms. By training
physics-informed neural
networks on experimental
data, the simulator predicts
future commercial fusion
reactor designs, substantially
reducing computational costs,
informs a press release.

Quantum computing
algorithms are another
frontier Sikkim University is
boldly exploring. Their new
supercomputer acts as a
catalyst for developing
algorithms both for quantum
systems and quantum
computers, propelling the
university to the forefront of
quantum research.
